The first fifty (50) Ford enthusiasts to pre-register will be allowed at least one dedicated staging lane and pit area.
Those that have wanted to run their vehicle on a dragstrip, but did not know how to get started, this is time and place to do so.  There will be basic dragstrip etiquette and launch training.
The dragstrip concession stand will be open with food and refreshments.  The fuel depot will be open, for those needing racing fuel.

All participating vehicles need to be able to pass a NHRA technical/safety inspection prior to hitting the track.  This policy at any dragstrip.  So, if your vehicle is not able to pass an inspection, you will not be allowed to race.  Most vehicles stock vehicles can pass an inspection.  If you have no leaks, your battery is solidly mounted (stock mounting will be fine), and the driver has a Snell- or DOT-approved helmet (for those running quicker than 14-seconds in a closed car) (convertible drivers should bring a helmet regardless).  Beyond this, any participant should check any NHRA rulebook (E.T. Racing Section) for any further technical/safety information or check www.speedworlddragstrip.com for more information.
